Meeting called to order at 2:00 PM by Plaag.

Dr. Tom Carpenter, professor of education, presented a session on the NCATE (National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education) evaluation process.  He compared NCATE to the Higher Learning Commission; HLC evaluators serve as consultants, commenting on the institution’s self-study, while the NCATE review is based on predetermined learning outcomes, based on specialized professional associations (SPA’s) related to each discipline.  Lyon, being an integrated, “break the mold” program, must go to each department that has teacher accreditation and request appropriate artifacts of student learning.  This set of reports was last obtained in 2001 for the previous NCATE visit.
Carpenter noted that LATEC and the person in charge of the NCATE review will be responsible to work with the appropriate programs to generate these SPA reports.  The Institutional Assessment Committee is only tangentially involved in this process. 

Having just been to the NCATE conference, Carpenter noted that diversity was a high priority topic in teacher education.  Students going into teaching need to be given practical experience with non-dominant cultures.  He made several suggestions to fulfill this diversity requirement, most involving a high amount of intrastate travel.
The minutes were approved from April 11, 2007.
