eConcern for “Holiness” (17-26)

eHoliness = set apart, associated with “clean” and
distinct from profane and unclean

=Why clean (kosher) and unclean foods?
= Concern for hygiene?
= Creatures that did not fit in with priestly picture of creation —
shellfish do not have scales and fins; pigs do not have cloven
hooves, etc. (Bandstra 172, based on Mary Douglas)

Leviticus 2

©19:9-10 — concern for protection of poor and the
land

=19:18 — love neighbor as oneself
=19:33 — concern for hospitality to foreigners

=25 — sabbatical year & Jubilee
= |deal is an egalitarian society where God owns the land (25:23)
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
